President Gayle Schlueter Called Meeting to Order at 7:01.

Approval of February Meeting Minutes

Andrea Kramer made a motion to accept the February meetings, which was seconded.

Principals Report—Liz Calvert

Thank you for the teacher appreciation events.

New resources to support JMHS include: (1) Family of Peg Sud (former Math
Department Chair who developed the first math lab in FCPS) has created an
endowment that will provide JMHS with $2,000 / year. Madison is working with
Educate Fairfax to distribute this and has proposed a $1,000 student scholarship
and a $1,000 teacher program each year. (2) A recent Westwood Country Club
Fundraiser for food insecurity will help stock pantry’s through the Madison pyramid.
April 15 will be the Pyramid Day of Service. Every teacher and student will be doing
some kind of service project during advisory block. Students and teachers will fill
out a survey with their top 3 choices of projects, and then students will be matched
with a teacher. The SGA students will be going to elementary schools and help the
elementary schools with their day of service. Keep a look out for the JMHS amazon
wish list of materials for projects.

New vice principal has started at Madison, Melissa Tochterman, joining Madison
from Herndon High School.

Wings Presentations for 9" to 11" graders are being moved to late April—before
SOL testing.

Students did a fabulous job working with administration to organize their Walk Out.
Walk out occurred during 4™ period and student stayed on campus. About 110
participants, and the event lasted about 40 minutes.

Boundary issues are still be resolved. A letter went out to those impacted, and they
have to respond by March 13 about their intentions. Boundary issues may impact
Virginia High School League (VHSL) eligibility, and the administration is working to



prevent rising seniors from being impacted by the new AP transfer rules—which are
students transferring for AP curricular reasons must take at least 3 APs in both their
Junior and Senior year, and increase from current standards of 4 by the time you are
a senior.

April 21 is now a scheduled teacher workday due to the special VA election.

Student Services Report—Tim Buckley

Course selections must be submitted by Tuesday, March 17", which is also the cut
off to make any changes. After March 17", the system will be shut down for about a
month. Based on staffing, there will be many classes that are full and students
submitting change requests after March 17" will likely find themselves on the
waitlist.

Towards the end of March, parents will receive a communication from the county to
go into ParentVue and acknowledge their student’s course selection. Parents may
want to check selections before March 17™.

Wednesday, June 18" is Junior Focus Day during 2" and 4" period. All Juniors will
attend a general overview on post High School planning, then attend three break out
rooms based on student selection. Break out rooms include sessions on college
admissions, college and career fit, medical careers, how to create a stand out
resume. Information will be provided on 4 year schools, 2 year schools, and trade
schools.

End of quarter is March 27—right before spring break. Late assignments submitted
after Spring Break will likely not be incorporated into third quarter grades.

JMHS will be looking for volunteers during AP testing.
